Bath Township Fire Department Responds to Garage Fire

Bath Township Fire Department responded to a report of a residential structure fire at 2604 Lost

The fire is not suspicious and remains under
investigation for an exact cause. Investigators believe the fire started outside due to maintenance
being conducted by the owner prior to the fire.

No fire department personnel were injured.
